The certification notice must be provided prior to June 5,
2000.

Certification to the FBI

By June 5, 2000, the owner or operator of your
facility must send a certification stating that the
public meeting has been held, or the OCA
summary posted, to:

Washington, D.C. 20535-0001 

The FBI will document receipt of the
certifications and provide documentation to the
EPA.  No other communication should be
included with certifications to the FBI.

Release of OCA Without
Restriction

The owner or operator of a facility may chose to
share with the public the OCA sections of the
facility’s RMP.  PL 106-40 provides that the
OCA sections of any RMP made available to the
public without restriction by the facility owner
or operator is not subject to the restrictions of
the law.

Once a facility has released that portion of its
RMP to the public, government officials may do
so, as well.

Notification to EPA

If your facility makes the OCA portion of your
RMP available to the public without restriction,
PL 106-40 requires you to notify EPA that you
have done so. EPA must keep a public list of
facilities that have released the OCA portion of
their RMPs without restriction.
