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IMPORTANT COMPLIANCE NOTICE e

PROMPT ACTION IS REQUIRED

August 25, 1999

You are receiving this notice as our records show you filed a Risk Management
Plan with U.S. EPA. As the state agency responsible for implementation of the
Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act we are providing this
notice so that facilities can avoid enforcement and penalties.

On August 5%, 1999, President Clinton signed new legislation that creates
additional compliance obligations for facilities that are required to file Risk
Management Plans. Known now as Public Law No. 106-40, some of you may
have followed this legislation as S. 880 in Congress.

Section 4 of this legislation requires every facility required to file a Risk
Management Plan to hold a public meeting within 180 days of August 5, 1999.
Reasonable notice to the public must be provided before the meeting is held. The
purpose of the meeting is to describe and discuss the local implications of the risk
management plan submitted by the facility including a summary of the off-site
consequence analysis portion of the plan.

Each facility is to provide a certification that the meeting was held. This
certification is to be sent to Federal Bureau of Investigation. The U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency may bring enforcement action for facilities that
fail to comply.

There are some complexities in this requirement for certain small businesses and
those reporting only Program 1 processes. We want to encourage facilities to
work with your local LEPC in holding these meetings. Information is being
provided to LEPCs so that they can cooperate with your efforts. Further
assistance, including copies of the legislation, can be obtained from Commission
Member Timothy R. Gablehouse.
